




Strategies for Success in Spanish IV
1. Take Notes. It is difficult for most students to remember details when they simply rely on hearing something once.
2. Write your own practice questions and attempt to answer them.

3. Get a classmate to quiz you. 

4. Make a notecard for each story with key vocabulary, characters, themes.
5. Re-read the story at night; consider using the cassette tape to reinforce comprehension.

6. Try to answer (aloud or in written form) the questions in the “Qué pasó?” section of the book.

7. Look over the Interpretación section after each story. Those are the type questions I tend to ask in the short answer section of the test.

8. Take out what you consider to be key quotes and comment on them. And too, write down quotes that I go over repeatedly in class and/or write on the board.
9. Proofread your work for egregious errors in grammar and spelling. If it makes no sense to you, it probably makes no sense to me. 

10. Ask questions or offer comments in class. It will make the lesson more engaging and you’ll be more likely to remember details.

11. Can you answer Who? What? When? Why? How? about each story.
12. Avoid reading word for word and certainly do not look up every word in the text. Make intelligent guesses about unfamiliar words.
13. Look for figurative language. Identify metaphors, similes, illusions.
14. Visualize the passage while reading to help with description or narration.

15. Study aloud. You will double your efficiency when you add your hearing and speaking to your visual memory.

16. Talk to me outside of class. I am available at lunch and at other times by appointment.
